DO YOU PAY INCOME TAX?  If so read on………….

On 6th April 2000 NEW GIFT AID superseded the Association's Covenant Scheme.  The new scheme allows the association to reclaim tax on ALL money you give to the MBA, all that is needed is a signature from you.  This is an excellent way to get the taxman to help support your charity, and for him to give money to a cause you care about.

Please read carefully the Gift Aid Declaration and the notes below. Put simply, for the current tax year we can reclaim 28p for each pound paid to the MBA, provided you are paying at least this amount in income tax (e.g. if you are paying a £20 sub and your annual tax bill exceeds  £5.64).

NOTES:

1. This declaration will remain in effect until you chose to cancel it, regardless of any change in the amount of the subscription or donations you are paying to the charity.

2. You should notify the MBA if you change your name or address while the declaration is in force.

3. You can cancel the declaration at any time - the declaration will not then apply to donations you make on or after the date of cancellation or on or after any later date which you may specify.

4. You must be paying Income Tax and/or Capital Gains Tax at least equal to the tax the MBA will reclaim under the declaration (in this tax year the tax reclaimed will be 28p for each pound paid to the Association).  This means that if your tax liability is nil or less than the amount of the reclaim you should NOT sign a declaration.

5. If your circumstances change after you have signed a declaration and you are no longer paying sufficient Income Tax and/or Capital Gains Tax you should write to us cancelling the declaration.

6. If you pay Income Tax at the higher rate, you can claim further tax relief in your Self Assessment tax return.
